Subject : The City Council adopted a new policy that will prevent students older that 27 year from benefiting from student fares for bus passes.

Message : This policy is ill-conceived. Regardless of their age, students face the same financial barriers in attending post-secondary education. This policy is particularly worrisome for graduate students since it is virtually impossible to complete a Ph.D before turning 28.
